The 1960s 

The British band the Beatles made rock music popular in the early 1960s. They also changed fashion. Before the Beatles, men usually had very short hair. The Beatles had long hair and their fans copied their style. In the late 1960s, the Beatles went to India. After that trip, they started a new fashion trend: Indian shirts with jeans. 

The 1970s 

There weren’t many jobs in England in the 1970s and punk musicians sang angry songs about the situation. The musicians – and their fans – wanted to be different, so they wore old jeans with holes in them and had Mohawk hairstyles. Soon, this punk style was popular around the world.
